PLANNING THE CONFIRMATION LITURGY

The Bishop looks forward to visiting and celebrating the liturgy with you. Attached, you will find the liturgy planning guide
sheet. This helps to communicate your plans to the Bishop. There are a few points to clarify:

Penitential Rite: Easter time is the appropriate time to sue the sprinkling rite. At other times of the year, other
forms can be used

Scripture and Mass prayers: Please check the readings and Mass prayers that are scheduled for the day. (They are
listed in the ordo and in the Lectionary and Sacramentary). If required, there is a second reading.

Liturgical ministers: Please recruit lectors, music ministers, and communion ministers (teens and adults) from the
parish who are trained to proclaim the Word, do the music, and distribute communion. Contact them to serve the
confirmandi.

The Psalm: Write in the title, psalm number, and composer. Plan to sing the psalm response and verses of the day.

Prayers of the Faithful: Please prepare a sheet with the opening and closing prayers of the Prayers of the Faithful
typed out. (Recall that the Bishop offers these two prayers.) There are samples in the Sacramentary, appendix .

Music Director: After the Presentation of Gifts, and the priest is finished preparing the cup, the music should be
completed as soon as possible.

Concelebrants: If there will be concelebrants at the Mass, please make plans to include them in the distribution of
communion. Even with concelebrants present, lay persons should proclaim the first and second readings. When
there is no deacon, the lay person should offer the Prayers of the Faithful.

Communion: Plan to distribute communion under both forms. Musicians should start the communion procession
song when the Bishop receives communion. Musicians should plan to receive after the assembly. (GIRM1975, #56i.
and GIRM2000, #86)

After communion: There should be no choir song or solo music, presentation, added rituals or readings after
communion. Please plan silence after which is the communion prayer. (See GIRM1975, #56j and GIRM2000, #88.)

Cameras and videos: Please help family members to remember that Confirmation is a liturgy. That is why
everyone sings, prays, and witnesses the Confirmation during the liturgy. The church should remain open and lit so
families may take pictures after the liturgy. The class picture with the Bishop should be planned and taken before
the liturgy by a professional or experiences parish photographer.
